The members of the Joint Search Committee are Grace Alton
(Chair), Dana Moore, Teresa Carse, Christine Wardell, Freddi
McLarnon, Kevin Curtis, Don Willcox and Marilyn Shaw (Presbytery
Rep). The mandate of our committee is to fill 2 ministry personnel
vacancies as outlined in the JNAC. Our committee has been working
diligently since last October and we have held 17 meetings to carry
out the work of the committee. Due to the confidentiality required
during this process, we cannot give you a lot of specifics, but we
can tell you that we have been a very busy group. A job posting
advertisement for SJRUC was placed on the Observer website and in
the Observer magazine on two different occasions. We also sent out
28 invitations to ministers with a copy of the JNAC report inviting
them to apply for our positions. From all of these sources, we have
received and reviewed 24 applications and to date, we have
interviewed 10 applicants. Based on the requirement of 90 days
notice being given by a minister, the committee would like to notify
the congregation that a more realistic time frame of when the
positions might be filled would be September 1% instead of July 1% .

We are committed to continue the prayerful search for the best
possible ministry team for St. James’-Rosemount.
